You can’t see or smell carbon monoxide (CO), but at 
high levels it can kill a person in minutes. CO is pro-
duced whenever any fuel such as gas, oil, kerosene, 
wood, or charcoal is burned. If appliances are not 
working properly or are used incorrectly, dangerous 
levels of CO can result. It is best to prevent the possi-
bility of CO poisoning by properly maintaining appli-
ances but accidents can happen. It is important to 
know the symptoms of CO poisoning. At moderate 
levels, you or your family can get severe headaches, 
become dizzy, mentally confused, nauseated, or faint. 
You can even die if these levels persist for a long time. 
Low levels can cause shortness of breath, mild nau-
sea, and mild headaches, and may have longer term 
effects on your health. Since many of these symptoms 
are similar to those of the flu, food poisoning, or oth-
er illnesses, you may not think that CO poisoning 
could be the cause. Be sure to install CO detectors 
throughout your home, one on every level of the 
home and one outside of the bedrooms.
